 Vendors will enter the Festival at Erie Street or the intersection of Michigan Avenue and Superior Street (Check

Setup:  Saturday, September 19 between 7:00 a.m.-9:00 a.m.  Booths must be in place by 9:00 a.m.  Vehicles are not 
permitted back in the exhibit area until after 6:30 p.m.
